Sharon Hotz was nominated
for two school programs and the
summer program, but can only

participate in one. One of the
s chool programs permits a stu-
dentfrom America to leave this
January to live with a family
for a year and then return to
America to finish his or her
senior year at home. Another
program, the one Danny and
Hanni, our AFS students, are
participating in, allows a stu-
dentto leave next fall and live
in a foreign country for a full
school year.

Richard Godderz was nomin-
ated only for the summer pro-
gram because he wants to pla

ootball next year for Edgewood.
Ifaccepted, he will be ieaving
W est Covina around the twen-
tie th of June for a two-month
stay in Europe.

Sharon and Richard will not
know whether they have been
ac cepted for the summer pro-

gram until June. However, ii
Sharon is accepted for the school
program beginning in January,
she will know by the end of
December 1966, and for the fall
program she will be notified
sometime during the summer,

Although students partici-
pating in the Americans Abroad
program have not been allowed
to choose the country they pre-
fer to livein, if accepted,
they will be placed in homes
similar to theirs and will live
witha family whose intrests are
about the same as theirs, For
example, if a student is mainly
interested in music and ath-
letics, he will probably live with
afamily whose intrests are also
in music and athletics.

The only requirement for
astudent to go abroad is that he
must be a junior to apply and
must have at least two years of
alanguage. It is not necessary
for a student to be proficient in
a language, because many
studentshave beensentto coun-
trieswhose language they knew
nothing about.

Finally, California has seen
the light and is about to take
a ction on a much needed new
law. Thislaw will require a
helmet on all riders of cycles.
The importance of thisis clear,
b ecause the greatest per-cent
of cycle fatilities is from head
injuries.

Many fellows will voice
opposition to this law saying it's
unnecessary. The¥ can argue
that it detracts from riding
pleasure, but this falls flat when
compared to the value of their
lives.

Why should one have dislike
for something that could ultim -
ately save their lives? Perhaps
the fault falls with the helmet
manufacturers and their adver-
tising campaigns.

Using such
slogans as "Skid Lid, " "Brain
Bucket”, and even the old ‘per-
enail favorite "Crash Helmet®,
they discourage the would be
buyer. A different and better
approach would be to heighten
the class of merchandice, by
using tagssuch as “"Competition
Ra cm% Helmet"”, ect. In this

Sparta Highly Rated

The Spartans, defendin
Montview League and CIF Tri~
ple "A" Champions had twenty
wing under their belts accu-
mulated from the past three
seasons of play when they met
the Trojans last Fridag. How -
ever West Covina's Phil Lan-
zorotto who is leading the Mont-
view League with 15 touchdowns
never reached pay dirt when
pitted against the staunch Tro-

jans., West Covina didn't have
the championship team that has
held opponents scoreless for the

ast two seasons. Troy's of-

ense, leadin%ithe league in
scoring, weighed heavily on
Sparata's defense by scoring
three touchdowns., The Trojan
d e fense also proved itself lea-
gue leaders by only allowing

one touchdown and this on a
fumble deep inhome territory.,

Wrong Strategy?

The Spartans probably made
a actical error in their plan for
the  first half by sticking to a
ground attadck. Troy, basically
a ground team, and one of the
best at that, was to agressive
on its running attack and con-
tinually tore at a determinea
Spartan Defense, By the time
the Spartans decided to use their
highly effective aerial attack,
time was running but and the
Trojan's seasoned ground game
prevailed.

Troy Drive Nets First Half Score

West Covina took the opening
kick-off and was promptly
forced to punt out of trouble as
they met the ferocity of Troy's
defensive line, Tlre ground
battle continued until late in
the first Quarter when Troy

moved from its own 9 yard line
to the Spartans 1 yard line in
14 plays. Fullback Dave Mc-
Henry traveled the last few
inches on a third down plunge
over Sparta's left tackle. Dan
Milanezi kicked the conversion
bringing the Trojan bench to a
cheer. Milanezi later split the
upright twice more for a per-
fect night.

Spartans See Redd

Sparta was cointinually kept
de eg in their own territory by
nimble toed punter Chris Redd
who was credited witha Coach's
dream come true with a cofin
corner punt from which Sparta
could hardly recover. Redd

further encited the sagging

S gartans by intercepting a pass
which ultimately led to a touch-
down.

The second quarter got un-
der way with Edgewood taking
over on its own 13, Edgewoo
ad vanced on the ground to the
S partan 34. West Covina took
over on their 34 and with 7
minutes leftin the half the
S partans started their first long
driveofthe game hoping to get
a score to relieve the pressure,
Sparta stuck to the ground with
carries by Wolfe, Stroud, and
Lanzarctto. In 18 plays only
one of which was a pass, the
Spartans moved to Edgewood
one ¥1ard line but Troy's de-
fense held the Champion Spar-
tans scoreless as the gun
sounded.

The switch from running to
passing was evident in the third
quarter as West Covina saw
Ed ge wood’s ground defense to
penetrate.

The two top teams in Mont-
view competition drove at each

other doggedly as the ball ex-
changed hands until Edgewood
started a drive late in the 3rd
period. Troy alsobegan toopen
